Situated in Karimganj district, Son Beel is the largest seasonal Wetland in the Northeast

India and the second-largest in Asia. With hills on its east and west, and the Shingla river
running through the middle, the wetland is a paradise for photographers. Son Beel’s distinctive
landscape is formed by the Hizol trees, the Barringtonia acutangula, which thrive even when
they are half submerged in water. In the dry winter months, Son Beel becomes a functional
farmland and in the monsoon (march onwards), the land fills with water to become a lake. When
there is too much rain, it overflows and the excess water is channelled through the Kakra and
Kushira rivers into Bangladesh.
